       Sylvia Ramsey was honored as the guest speaker for the White House Communications Agency’s Women’s History Month Observance in Washington D.C. on March 18, 2005.  Her presentation focused on the achievements of the women in military as well as women in all walks of life.  Ms. Ramsey ended her presentation with the challenges that women face in today’s world and a look ahead at future challenges.  At the end of the program, she was awarded and engraved White House Communications Agency Coin Award that was presented to her by SGM Floyd S. Hepler.  

     In 1967, the National Women’s History celebrations petitioned congress to expand the national celebration to the entire month of March.  Since then, the National Women’s History Month Resolution has been approved with bipartisan support in both the House and the Senate.  Each year, programs and activities in schools, workplaces, and communities have become more extensive as information and program ideas have been developed and shared.  

     The popularity of Women’s History Month has sparked a new interest in uncovering women’s forgotten heritage.  A President’s Commission on the Celebration of Women’s History in America recently sponsored hearings in many sections of the country.  It took reports about effective activities and institutions that are promoting women’s history awareness and heard recommendations for programs still needed.  Under the guidance of the National Women’s History Project, educators, workplace program planners, parents and community organizations in thousands of American communities have turned National Women’s History Month into a major focal celebration, and a springboard for celebrating women’s history all year ‘round.
